2. Do I need to apply for a Visa? Yes. Check out: www.immi.gov.au

3. What does the Working Holiday Visa allow me to do in Queensland?

If granted this visa, the visa holder can:

• enter Australia within 12 months of grant, 

• stay up to 12 months,

• leave and re-enter Australia any number of times while the visa is valid

• work in Australia for up to six months with each employer, and;

• study for up to four months.
